10. Leaders are not needed for every session. It depends on what is planned.

Adult Group Leaders: work with adults during Parish Nights on Sunday, Monday,
or Wednesday. Leaders are not needed for every session. It depends on what is
planned.

Child Care: cares for children ages 10 mos. — 3 yrs. in church nursery during GOF.
(Youth volunteers grade 5 and up must work with an adult or high school youth.)

Set Up Team: set up tables in the great hall to get ready for the Parish Activity
Night. This job meets on Sunday after the 11:30 Mass. Youth volunteers with family
encouraged.

Kitchen Helpers: set up, serve dinner and clean up afterward. (A possible family or
faith sharing group activity.)

Hospitality: welcome and register participants at GOF events.

Expanding Horizons: help design, set up, and tear down.
