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From the Liturgist  
Tuesday is the Feast of the 

Presentation of the Lord. Mary and 

Joseph present the child Jesus in the 

temple 40 days after his birth 

(February 2 is exactly 40 days after 

December 25). Why? According to the 

Hebrew law, a woman remained ritually unclean for 40 

days after the birth of a child. At the end of that time, 

she was to make an offering in the temple and thus 

become clean ï that is, be restored to full participation in 

the life of the community. Another law required that 

every firstborn son be presented in the temple and that a 

monetary offering be made on his behalf. 
 

On this day Christôs faithful people, with candles in their 

hands, go out to meet the Lord and to acclaim him with 

Simeon, who recognized Christ as ña light to reveal God 

to the nations.ò They should therefore be taught to walk 

as children of the light in their entire way of life, 

because they have a duty to show the light of Christ to 

all by acting in the works that they do as lighted lamps. 

(Ceremonial of Bishops, 241) 
 

Daily mass on this day will include the blessing of 

candles. We bless the candles used in our liturgies, and 

if you have a special place of prayer in your home where 

you use candles, you are invited to bring them for this 

blessing. Blessed candles are also available from the 

parish. 
 

Wednesday is the Memorial of St. Blase. Daily mass 

on this day will include the blessing of throats. We bless 

throats on this memorial because of a story that he cured 

a little boy who was choking to death on a fishbone. The 

blessing of throats is not just for throat ailments, but 

protection from all diseases; and it is not just for the 

sick, it is for everyone. 

 

Remember to bring your blessed palm branches 

from last yearôs Palm Sunday to 

church BEFORE February 14. The 

ashes we use to mark our foreheads on 

Ash Wednesday come from burning the 

palm branches we used to celebrate Palm 

Sunday of the previous year. Ashes are 

considered to be a symbol of man's 

mortality and represent an attitude of 

humility, sorrow, and repentance (Genesis 18:27). There 

will be a container in the gathering space for you to 

place your blessed palms.

During Lent, people around the world come together in remembrance, 

celebration, and response to the story of Christ with the desire to be 

changed not just for a season, but also for the rest of our lives.  What are 

you doing for Lent? This year why not use these 40 days to deepen your 

faith and understanding of who Christ is as you explore the seven last 

words of Christ from the cross.  We will have two options for you to 

choose from. 
 

1. Our Lenten Small Group option will use a Bible Study on Jesusô 

Passion, entitled, ñThe Seven Last Words of Christ.ò  To participate in a 

small group, all you need to do is sign up in the gathering space for a day 

and time during the week in which you would like to meet.  Books will be 

available for purchase the weekend of Feb. 6/7.  If you would like to form a 

small group in your home, just sign up as the group facilitator and note 

how many books you will need for your small group, which can be 

purchased and picked up next weekend.
