I had the privilege and opportunity to 

participate in the Good Shepherds, Good 

Leaders program for the priests of the Diocese 

of Winona. We have 31 priests from the 

diocese that have made a two year 

commitment to journey together with the Good 

Shepherds program. After 17 years of 

priesthood I have a sense that there is more. 

What I mean by more is that the way I used to 

see things and deal with things have changed 

because of experience, the Holy Spirit, etc. I 

was happy with the many new ideas and ways 

of looking at things and people that I was made 

aware of. I realized that it is easy for me to get 

into a bit of a rut. We also did a lot of work 

centering around how I deal with certain 

situations. For those of you who know me 

well, I have a tendency to avoid conflict at all 

costs and have come to realize how unhealthy 

and unproductive that can be at times. We also 

spent time on how I might best deal with 

certain situations that I find myself in. 

Whenever I find myself looking into a new 

program like Good Shepherds, Good Leaders 

there can be a bit of skepticism at first. I am 

glad to say that I had a great time and am 

excited about what the program has to offer in 

the next two years. Change can be difficult at 

times, but it can also be very life-giving. I am 

going to focus on the life-giving part and give 

thanks to the Holy Spirit for the guidance I 

have received. I would ask for your continued 

prayers as we all journey together towards the 

Jesus of New Life.

First Sunday of Lent 
 

Knowing Who We Are 
Lent reminds us of who we are and of our relationship with God. 

The exchange between Jesus and the devil in the desert in todayôs 

Gospel reading, Luke 4:1ï13, shows that Jesus has learned well 

who he is and where his strength lies. With that firm grounding, 

Jesus was not afraid to confront the temptations thrown at him. 

May his example and our Lenten observances give us the ground-

ing and courage to face our own temptations. 
 

Monday, February 22: 

Feast of the Chair of Saint 

Peter - Todayôs feast cele-

brates the first leader of the 

Church by recalling Peterôs 

historic confession: ñYou are the Messiah, the Son of the Living 

God.ò Until then, Peter had been known as Simon, but after that 

moment, he would never be the same. His name was changed; his 

life was changed. 
 

Tuesday, February 23: We began our Lenten journey with repen-

tance and a sincere desire to do better, at least for six weeks. The 

question today is, how has it gone since Ash Wednesday? Ask God 

for the grace to continue to practice these disciplines. 
 

Wednesday, February 24: In todayôs reading from Jonah we hear 

the story of that prophet. He had only to preach for one day in 

Nineveh, and the king and all the people immediately repented of 

their sin and so God did not destroy them as Jonah had prophesied. 

In response to sincere hearts, Godôs mercy is boundless, both on 

those who believe and on those who do not. 
 

Thursday, February 25: Jesus makes it clear that God will give us 

what we need in prayer. How does he know? Because, as he says, 

ñIf you then . . . know how to give good gifts to your children, how 

much more will your Father in heaven give good things to those 

who ask him?ò Jesus does not say we will get anything we want. 

God often surprises us by giving us what we need. 
 

Friday, February 26: The Greek word metanoia means ñturning 

aroundò or ñconverting.ò At the center of Jesusô teaching is the idea 

that true righteousness is not just a matter of going through the mo-

tions. A personôs mind, heart, and spirit must be turned to God. 

This Lent, ask God to change your heart. 
 

Saturday, February 27: ñLove your enemies,ò today may be a 

good day to reach out to family members or others with whom you 

have damaged relationships. Sometimes the simplest gesture of 

greeting can have lasting effects. Pray for anyone who has tried to 

hurt you asking God to show both that person and you the path to 

peace.
