We have been on the Lenten journey for a 

couple weeks now. One of the life-giving  

events that I have experienced during this short 

time is being able to be with those who are in 

RCIA and their sponsors. For those who are 

unfamiliar with RCIA it stands for the Rite of 

Christian Initiation of Adults. We have four 

adults who will be baptized at the Easter Vigil. 

We recently brought four adults into the 

church on the first week of Lent. All of those 

in RCIA, their sponsors, Joann Reier (RCIA 

coordinator) and myself had the opportunity to 

go to the Cathedral of the Sacred Heart in 

Winona to participate in the Rite of Election. 

Bishop Quinn welcomed dozens of people 

Sunday at the Cathedral, who will be brought 

into the church as full members at the  Easter 

Vigil. Bishop Quinn gave a wonderful homily 

inviting all those in RCIA to continue their 

journey realizing Jesus is the vine and we are 

the branches. He went on to say that there are 

half as many adult baptisms in the U.S. as 

there are infant baptisms. I was amazed by that 

and am beginning to reflect on how many older 

children and adult baptisms we do at 

Resurrection. The number has steadily 

increased over my 17 years of priesthood and it 

sounds like the number of adult baptisms will 

continue into the future. As the Church of the 

Resurrection we must prepare for the future. 

We must be willing to enter into dialogue so 

that we can invite those who are looking for 

something more to join us on our journey, as 

the Body of Christ, in the name of Jesus 

Himself.
