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Fourth Sunday of Lent – God’s Prodigal Love 
 

The parable for this Sunday is often called the story of the 

prodigal son because the younger son wastes his inheritance in 

high living. But in so many ways, this story is about a prodigal 

God who lavishes his love on everyone. Even when the younger 

son was away, the father loved him, but the son was not ready to 

receive love. So it is with us. God pours out his love on us 

whether we are near or far. Sometimes, we squander it in high 

living, not knowing how much we need God’s grace and 

strength. Other times, we grow jealous and fearful that if God 

pours out his love on someone else, there will never be enough 

for us. But when we turn our hearts back to him, we recognize a 

love that has never turned us away. This love is not limited and 

does not choose one over another. There is always enough.

Monday, March 15 - The fourth Sunday of Lent, is called 

Laetare Sunday. Laetare means ―Rejoice!‖ and the opening 

prayer began with that word. We are at the midpoint of the 

Lenten journey. This week, it would be appropriate each day to 

write down those insights or blessings, however small, that give 

us joy, and for which we are grateful. Thank God for these gifts 

before you go to bed each evening. 
 

Tuesday, March 16 - In the Gospel according to John, Jesus 

identifies himself as the ―living water,‖ and we hear that those 

who drink of that water will have eternal life. When you have a 

glass of water today, let it remind you of the water Jesus offers. 
 

Wednesday, March 17 - Saint Patrick, who was born in Britain, 

was captured as a boy and sent to Ireland as a slave. It is 

recorded that during his captivity, he grew in faith. After several 

years, he escaped and returned home. When he was older, a 

voice in a vision urged him to return to Ireland and preach the 

Gospel. 
 

Thursday, March 18 - Saint Cyril was a fourth-century Bishop 

of Jerusalem who is especially remembered for his book The 

Catechetical Lectures, instructions he gave to catechumens to 

prepare them for Baptism, and to the newly baptized after the 

Easter Vigil. Our current Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults is 

partly based on teachings like his. 
 

Friday, March 19: Solemnity of Saint Joseph - We do not know 

much about Joseph other than that he was constantly being 

awakened by an angel to take care of Mary and Jesus. But he has 

become a role model for fathers everywhere who have their own 

sleepless nights as they worry about doing their best for their 

families. The litany to Saint Joseph calls him just, prudent, 

strong, obedient, and faithful. Let us pray for the grace to follow 

his example today. 
 

Saturday, March 20 - ―Bright Son of God, do a miracle for me. 

Transform my heart. Surely your taking flesh and blood was far 

more difficult. . . .‖ The beginning of this fifteenth-century Celtic 

prayer pleads with God to do what some of us might find 

impossible, to change our hearts for the better. While 

transforming us might be easy for God, it is not always easy for 

us to accept God’s grace. Pray for that grace tonight. 

Thoughts from Cheryl... 
 

We are already entering the 4th Sunday of Lent.  I have been 

receiving very positive feedback from parishioners who are using 

the Lenten Study Group materials, exploring the Seven Last 

Words of Christ.  The comments and insights that others have 

shared with me have been so encouraging. It is always appreciated 

when parishioners share their experiences with the staff, positive 

or negative.  But, especially when something resonates spiritually 

with many, it is nice to know so that we can respond with future 

planning.  This year for the first time we are providing a prayer 

opportunity that uses the seven last words of Christ as the 

foundation for a special service in the afternoon on Good Friday.  

What a wonderful way to be mindful of our Lenten season journey 

as we enter more fully into the Triduum. This Tenebrae service 

will begin at 2:30 p.m. on Friday, April 2 in the church. You do 

not need to have participated in the study to enjoy this wonderful 

meditation. It is open to anyone. The reflection will last about 30 

minutes.  At 3 p.m. we will recite the Divine Mercy Chaplet, 

which will take 15 minutes.  Handouts will be available right at the 

door, so just bring yourself, or consider inviting a friend or two.

Holy Thursday - Preparation of the Altar 
 

On Holy Thursday (April 1) the Easter Triduum begins at 

sundown with the celebration of the Lord’s Supper. During this 

liturgy we hear Jesus command us to ―love one another as I have 

loved you‖. We hear the story of how he washes the feet of his 

disciples and we follow his command by washing each other’s 

feet. We bring food for the poor. We present the blessed oils that 

we use throughout the year for baptisms, confirmation, the 

blessing of catechumens and the anointing of the sick. We prepare 

the altar with a special altar cloth and we present the gifts of bread 

and wine for our sacred meal. 

 

If you have been to this celebration in past years, you will know 

that we have had four young women present the oils, prepare the 

altar and present the gifts of bread and wine. If you are a young 

woman in high school and would like to be part of this celebration 

as one who prepares the altar and presents the oils and the gifts, 

please contact Joann Reier at the parish office.
