Thoughts from Cheryl... 
 
The rhythm of the Churchôs liturgical year is itself a teacher and 

guide. 

 

During this Easter season, as we were anticipating the feast of 

the Ascension, Fr. Tom shared with us his reassignment by 

Bishop Quinn to Adams, Lyle, Rose Creek, Johnsburg.  All of a 

sudden for me there was a new sense of solidarity with the 

emotions being expressed in our weekend scripture readings by 

Jesusô disciples.  In the days between Jesusô Resurrection and his 

Ascension we see the disciples all over the place with their 

feelings of confusion and disbelief.  Jesus was telling them that it 

was good that he was going, yet his disciples were struggling to 

understand how they could continue without his presence.  For 

weeks the disciples withdrew with fear and uncertainty.  And 

then just as Jesus had promised, on Pentecost the Holy Spirit 

came upon each disciple and their world changes in a way they 

never could have anticipated prior to the Spiritôs arrival. 

 

For many of us there will a time of uncertainty as Fr. Tom 

prepares to leave Resurrection.  We will be grieving the loss of 

his presence and all that he taught us, not only by words but his 

actions as well.  We will travel this journey of loss with the 

disciples, but what we know with certainty is that the Spirit is 

still at work in us and among us.  And the gifts that Fr. Kevin 

Connolly and Fr. Shawn Haremza will bring to Resurrection will 

bless us in new ways. 

 

The Resurrection staff had an opportunity to meet Fr. Kevin and 

Fr. Shawn earlier this week and in those brief hours, the 

overwhelming feelings of uncertainty started to dissipate.  Fr. 

Kevinôs hometown is Winona and Fr. Shawn is from the Cities.  

It was enjoyable talking with both of them as they are very 

excited to be coming to Resurrection.  Fr. Kevin is jovial with a 

quick smile and an easy laugh.  Fr. Shawn has a quiet calming 

presence.

During these final weeks may we find time to lift in prayer those
