Did you notice when you entered the church today that the flowers 

and the waterfall are gone? Did you notice the green banners hanging 

on the wall? We have begun a new liturgical season! Welcome to 

Ordinary Time or ñorderedò time. The color for the season is green 

and in the weeks to come we will start numbering the Sundays and we 

will hear from the Gospel of Luke as Jesus journeys to Jerusalem. But 

wait...if this is Ordinary Time and the color is green why is Father 

wearing white? 
 

Today is the Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity. Every time we 

make the sign of the cross we acknowledge the mystery of the Trinity, 

one God in three persons ï Father, Son and Holy Spirit. The readings 

today describe the majesty of God in the many ways we encounter the 

divine among us: in creation that is tangible and all around us, in 

Jesus of Nazareth who lived among us, rose from the dead and 

commands us to continue his saving mission, and in the Holy Spirit 

who is poured forth in our hearts. The glory of Godôs presence is 

encountered through creation, salvation and each other! Perhaps the 

greatest mystery of the Trinity is not so much how God can be Three-

in-One but that God chooses to be intimately present to us. 
 

Next weekend (June 5/6) Father will wear white again as we celebrate 

the Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ. Jesus 

gives himself to us in the Eucharist and having received this amazing 

gift, we are called to give of ourselves to others. As part of our 

celebration, we will have a Eucharistic procession after the 11:30 AM 

Mass on Sunday, June 6. The Eucharistic Procession is an outward 

expression of our love of Christ present in the Blessed Sacrament, our 

desire to proclaim this to others and our realization that this presence 

is not just for us, but for the whole world.
