From Our Liturgist  
 

This weekend we celebrate the Solemnity of the Most 

Holy Body and Blood of Christ. Some may remember this 

solemnity under its old Latin name, Corpus Christi ï the 

Body of Christ. The sacrament of the Body and Blood of 

Christ has been revered from the earliest days of the 

Church. 
 

By the Middle Ages (5th through the 15th century), because 

of penitential practices, few of the faithful received Holy 

Communion at all and the cup had been withdrawn from the 

laity altogether! Devotion to the reserved Eucharist flour-

ished. Those who did not receive could at least gaze on the 

Blessed Sacrament as it was elevated at mass or when the 

Eucharistic processions went by. Veneration of the Eucha-

rist outside of Mass developed in the eleventh century. 
 

The feast of the Body of Christ (1246) focused exclusively 

on Christôs presence under the form of bread. The Second 

Vatican Council combined this feast with the former and 

oddly separate feast of the Blood of Christ into a single 

celebration: the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ, 

which we celebrate today. The emphasis is not only on the 

Blessed Sacrament with Eucharistic processions, but also 

on the celebration of the Eucharist. 
 

Holy Communion has a fuller form as a sign when it is distributed 

under both kinds. For in this form the sign of the Eucharistic ban-

quet is more clearly evident and clear expression is given to the 

divine will by which the new and eternal Covenant is ratified in 

the Blood of the Lord. (GIRM, 281) 
 

Let us be bread, blessed by the Lord, broken and shared, 

life for the world. 

Let us be wine, love freely poured. Let us be one in the
