Notice that this statement from the Gospel today 

echoes the first reading from the prophet 

Zechariah, written five hundred years before 

Christ, describing a day of mourning because of 

ñhim whom they have pierced.ò We do not know 

much about this ñsuffering servant,ò but we know 

that the text portrays Jesusô divinity perfectly. He is 

the one who was to come, who would gradually 

teach us Godôs identity, who would be the one our 

souls are thirsting for (what we sing today in the 

responsorial psalm). He would descend straight 

into our suffering and would stay with us all the 

way, not turning back, not forgetting to love us.

The cross: has been a Christian symbol of self 

denial, self-sacrifice, redemption, and identity with 

Christ from at least the fourth century. It has 

become the primary symbol of Christianity. The 

cross leads processions and is venerated with 

incense, as are the altar and paschal candle. A cross 

with a corpus is to be on or near the altar during 

Mass which helps us relate the sacrifice of the 

Mass to the sacrifice of Calvary.

Thoughts from Cherylé 
 
As I watched the flow of people enter the Cathedral of the Sacred 

Heart last Friday, the air was electric with the excitement of those 

gathered for the ordination of Fr. Andy Vogel.  As I recognized 

faces entering the cathedral, I was taken back in time.  Over twelve 

years ago, Andy and I were catechists together here at Resurrection 

teaching 9th and 10th graders.  Together, we had some great 

discussions about our Catholic faith which helped each of us to 

grow in understanding.  Some of those youths who were touched by 

Andyôs teaching had come for this special day.  I was taken back to 

Resurrectionôs Youth Holy Hours and the beautiful singing that was 

a part of those special Saturday evenings of prayer and I could 

recall Andyôs presence in the assembly.  Those youth and leaders 

from Holy Hour were present on Friday as well, no longer 

teenagers, but grown men and women with families of their own.  

How wonderful it was to see the young men and women who began 

the G.R.A.Y.C.E. (Catholic young adults) group together with 

Andy, present for this important moment.  Many have moved to 

other cities and states, but they came to honor their friendship with 

Andy.  Resurrection was well represented.  Parishioners who knew 

Andy through their involvement in the Serrans, Knights of 

Columbus, Faith Sharing Groups, liturgical ministry, they were 

there as well.  And when the music began the Knights in all their 

regalia lined the main aisle, standing guard, as 72 diocesan priests 

and deacons processed in, wrapping their support like a warm 

blanket around Andy as he was placed in the midst of them. 

 

It was a beautiful mass and ceremony, packed with significant 

symbols and sacramentals.  A feeling of blessedness enveloped me 

as I thought of how rare it is to witness a friend becoming a priest.  

We are so honored to have been a parish that provided 

encouragement to a young man, a wellspring of support that helped 

him to discern a vocation to the priesthood giving him the strength 

to step forward and offer his life in service to the Lord. 

 

For many of you attending the 11:30 mass on Sunday, you 

witnessed Fr. Andy presiding at his first Mass.  Together we were 

witnesses to a very special beginning to a lifetime of sacraments to 

be ministered by Fr. Andy.  His sermon was hope-filled and 

engaging.  And when he gave his mother the cloth that was used at 

his ordination to wipe his hands after the Bishop covered them with 

sacred oil, tears filled my eyes by his humility and love. 

 

Thank you to all of the Knights of Columbus and Serrans who 

hosted a reception for Fr. Andy following his first mass.  The Great 

Hall was beautifully decorated and the food was superb.  The gifts 

that were presented on behalf of the Knights, Serrans, and Holy 

Hour and Adoration members, left Fr. Andy speechless.  Thank you 

for your generosity and support in countless ways.
