Last week I attended the conference of the National Association 

of Pastoral Musicians (NPM) held this year in Detroit, MI. The 

NPM convention is a gathering of pastoral musicians, clergy, 

liturgists and other leaders of worship who are dedicated to the 

art of music in liturgy. NPM conventions invite the participation 

and growth of ALL who serve the assembly in its sung worship 

ï ordained and lay, professional and volunteer, experienced and 

beginning. I went to the convention to hear new music, to pray, 

to sing, to get tips and tools about blending instruments and 

singing, to meet with my peers and to spend time in an uplifting, 

regenerative and creative environment. 
 

I learned about warm-ups for the body, the brain and the spirit. I 

learned how to use toys to explain the concepts of good breath 

and singing. I learned about good singing posture and where to 

stand so that the percussion section can see my strumming arm 

(the beat). I was reminded once again that those who gather to 

worship are THE choir at liturgy and whoever is standing in the 

front of the church, be it the choir, an ensemble or cantor, is 

there to support the song and the voice of the assembly. 
 

All of the major publishers from the liturgical music industry 

where there and they shared with us new songs, new settings of 

psalms and new and revised mass settings (Gloria, Holy Holy, 

etc.). As you may have heard, we will be getting a New Roman 

Missal which is tentatively scheduled to be implemented in 

December 2011. This is the book that the priest reads from when 

he prays at mass. Some of the words we say will change a little 

with the New Missal so the mass settings that we know will 

change a little too. I had the opportunity to hear and sing some of 

the new and revised mass settings at this convention. We will be 

hearing more about the New Roman Missal in the coming year. 
 

I come back home, to the Church of the Resurrection, humming 

the beautiful new songs.
