Today we hear different themes in 
the readings.  The first reading 
from Job reminds us of the despair 
we sometimes fall into when we 
feel life isn’t fair.  Or we see how 
the pain of loss overwhelms us and 
we wonder where is God in all this.  
Job has lost his family, his 
livelihood and his friends.  He 
wonders why this test has come 
about to him who considered 
himself a just man.  There’s the rub.  
He considers himself just in his 
eyes, but, the rest of the story tells 
us that if he’s tested he will deny 
God and forget all the good God has 
done.  Job, in the midst of his hurt 
and his depression, wonders if he 
will see happiness again and the 
blessings of God. He hasn’t decided 

to curse God, abandon God or deny 
God.  He’s still trying to make sense 
of the non-sense events in his life.  
We often have those moments or 
periods of time trying to see the 
grace of God in situations that test 
our resolve.  Death, disease, family 
tensions, and many other things 
make us uncomfortable. This is 
why they call it dis-ease, it makes 
our life uncomfortable. 
 

The Gospel ties in to this because 
Jesus, having driven out the demon 
from the man last week,  he moves 
to the next village and continues to 
drive out the demons, those things 
that made people uncomfortable 
and cause them to lose the life in 
their possession.  He tells the 
demons to come out and be quiet.  
We don’t realize how much energy 
that took for Jesus to do this kind of 
work:  to teach, to heal, to 
command and be strong against the 
power of evil that surrounded Him.  
We need to take his example to 
heart.  Why?  How often when we 
feel that dis-comfort we cry out, 
and sometimes we’re told to be 
quiet now that the grace of God 

surrounds us.  This is why Jesus 
went to a quiet place to pray.  He 
needed the time to once again 
renew his relationship with his 
Father, to clarify his purpose and 
mission and not get lost in the pain 
of the dis-ease, the dis-comfort and 
the suffering that he was trying to 
relieve through his announcement 
of the Kingdom of God, and the 
Presence of God in his life. 
 

We need to imitate Jesus and take 
the time to pray, to find that 
deserted spot and keep ourselves 
focused on the mission and 
purpose of the vocation given to 
each of us.  Even if the vocation for 
some is to continue the search and 
to keep the focus on finding what  
Christ wants us to do with our life, 
we won’t despair, we will continue 
to go out and share our trust, our 
hope and our life of God, 
conquering with the grace of God 
the demons that keep us from 
serving Him and one another.

new of us. 
 

Both prayer and action are an 
important component for this year’s 
Lenten Study Groups.  We will be using 
a Faith-Sharing resource, WHO IS MY

Series by Christopher 
Ruff. Chris developed 

this resource initially for 
the Diocese of La Crosse and 
has had an extraordinary 
response from the 

thousands who have used it.  I 
feel fortunate to be able to 

provide this resource at a cost of just 
$5 per participant.  As I explained to 
Chris about our parish’s focus on 
Catholic Social Teaching this year, I 
could see how this resource supports 
what we are looking for: a deeper 
understanding of scripture, a more 

focused prayer life, and the ability to 
recognize and respond to the needs of 
our neighbors.

The branches that we receive on Palm Sunday are 
blessed and sprinkled with holy water during the Mass. 
When a bishop or a priest imparts a blessing, it signifies 
the permanent sanctification and dedication of an object 
for some sacred purpose. Once a religious object is 
blessed and dedicated for divine worship or veneration, 
it must be treated with reverence and not be used in 
either an improper or profane way (cf. Code of Canon 
Law, #1171). However, blessed religious objects break 
or wear from use. The basic rule for the disposition of 
these items is to burn or to bury them. Here are a few 
examples: A chalice which becomes "unserviceable" is 
not to be sold, but must be used for some other sacred 
purpose or melted. Vestments, altar cloths, and linens 
must be destroyed. Polluted or excess holy water must 
be poured into the ground. Palms are to be burned, and 
the ashes used for distribution on Ash Wednesday or 
returned to the ground. A broken rosary or religious 
statue normally would be buried. In all, the underlying 
idea is that what has been dedicated to God should be 
returned to God. Never should one just "throw out" what 
has been dedicated to God. 
 

This same reasoning governs the disposition of the Holy 
Eucharist. In each sacristy, there is a sacrarium, which is 
a sink which does not drain into the sewer system, but 
directly into the ground. If, for some reason, the priest 
had to dispose of a Sacred Host, he would dissolve it 
completely in water and then rinse it down the 
sacrarium.  
 

Do you have old blessed palm branches in your home? 
We will collect blessed palm branches in a container in 
the gathering space. These palms will then be burned 
and the ashes will be used on Ash Wednesday. Please 
remove any rubber bands, paper clips, ribbons or pins. 
Bring your blessed palm branches to church BEFORE 
February 19.
